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Pushing back the Borders of Judicial Review
ALBA’s first meeting of the legal year on Monday 18th October is a seminar on current developments in judicial review.  We are fortunate to have as speakers Professor Andrew Le Sueur, Barber Professor of Jurisprudence in the University of Birmingham and an editor of De Smith, Woolf & Jowell’s Judicial Review of Administrative Action, and Mike Fordham, of Blackstone Chambers and author of the Judicial Review Handbook (4th edition forthcoming in November).  

Andrew Le Sueur will examine the current state of health of Wednesbury unreasonableness. Does it have any future in the protection of Convention rights?
